2 Description

2.1 Use of the product as directed

The appliance is designed to be used as a source of light on construction sites.
The appliance is manufactured from high-grade, impact-resistant plastic. The battery and charger are not supplied

with the lamp.

Use only the specified type of replacement bulb.
Keep the appliance out of reach of children.

Take the influences of the surrounding area into account. Do not use the power tool or appliance where there is a risk

of fire or explosion.

The appliance may be used only in a dry environment.
Observe the information printed in the operating instructions concerning operation, care and maintenance.

Location of identification data on the appliance

The type designation and serial number can be found
on the type identification plate on the appliance. Make
a note of this data in your operating instructions and
always refer to it when making an enquiry to your Hilti

representative or service department.

5 Safety instructions

NOTE

In addition to the safety instructions given in the various
sections of these operating instructions, the following
points must be observed at all times.

5.1 Power tool use and care

a)

If the hot glass is covered by an inflammable material
it may, under certain circumstances, catch fire. Do
not cover the lamp, do not leave it unattended
when switched on and do not touch the hot glass.
Use only replacement bulbs of the type specified
by the manufacturer.

Do not point the lamp toward yourself or other
persons. There is a risk of dazzling yourself or
these other persons.

5.2 Battery tool use and care

Ensure the switch is in the off position before
inserting battery pack. Inserting the battery pack
into power tools that have the switch on invites
accidents.

Do not expose batteries to high temperatures or
fire. This presents a risk of explosion.

Do not disassemble, squash or incinerate batter-
ies and do not subject them to temperatures over

80°C. A risk of fire, explosion or injury through con-
tact with caustic substances may otherwise result.
Avoid ingress of dampness.Dampness may cause
a short circuit resulting in a risk of burning injury or
fire.

Do not use batteries other than those approved
for use with the applicable tool or appliance. Use
of other batteries or use of the battery for purposes
for which it is not intended presents a risk of fire and
explosion.

Observe the special instructions applicable to the
transport, storage and use of Li-ion batteries.
Avoid short-circuiting the battery.Before inserting
the battery in the tool or appliance, check that the
terminals of the battery and the tool or appliance are
free from foreign objects. Short-circuiting the battery
terminals presents a risk of fire, explosion or contact
with caustic substances.

Do not charge or continue to use damaged bat-
teries (e.g. batteries with cracks, broken parts,
bent or pushed-in and/or pulled-out contacts).

If the battery gets too hot to touch, this may indicate
that it is faulty. Place the tool in a location where
it can be kept under observation, well away from
flammable materials, and allow it to cool down.
Contact Hilti Service after the battery has been
allowed to cool.



6 Before use

6.1 Battery use and care

NOTE

Battery performance drops at low temperatures. Use a
battery only when it has been fully charged. This ensures
that maximum battery capacity is available. Change to
a second battery in good time. Recharge the battery
immediately so that it is ready for reuse.

Store the battery in a cool, dry place. Never store the
battery where it is exposed to direct sunlight or sources
of heat, e.g. on heaters / radiators or behind a motor
vehicle windscreen. Batteries that have reached the end
of their life must be disposed of safely and correctly to
avoid environmental pollution.

6.2 Charging the battery

DANGER
Use only the Hilti batteries and Hilti chargers listed
under “Accessories”.

6.2.1 Charging a new battery for the first time
Charge the battery fully before using it for the first time.

6.2.2 Charging a previously used battery

Ensure that the outer surfaces of the battery are clean
and dry before inserting it in the corresponding charger.
Read the operating instructions for the charger for further
information about the charging procedure.

Li-ion batteries are ready for use at any time, even when
only partly charged. Charging progress is indicated by
the LED display (see charger operating instructions).

6.3 Fitting the battery
CAUTION
Check that the appliance is switched off before fitting
the battery. Use only the Hilti batteries approved for use
with this appliance.

CAUTION

Before inserting the battery in the tool or appliance,
check that the terminals of the battery and the tool or
appliance are free from foreign objects.

1. Push the battery into the appliance from below as
far as it will go, until it is heard to engage with a
double click.

2. CAUTION A falling battery may present a risk of
injury to yourself or others.

Check that the battery is seated securely in the
appliance.

6.4 Removing the battery A

1. Press both battery release buttons.
2. Pull the battery out of the appliance from below.

7 Operation

NOTE

The lamp features a protective overheating cut-out. In the
event of overheating, e.g. when the reflector is covered
by an object, the lamp switches itself off automatically.

NOTE

The lamp switches itself off automatically when the bat-
tery is exhausted. Please check the battery’s state of
charge before using the lamp.

CAUTION
The front part of the appliance can become very hot.
There is a risk of burning your fingers or hands.

7.1 Switching on / off

To switch on, slide the on / off switch to the “1” position.
To switch off, slide the on / off switch to the “0” position.

7.2 Pivoting the lamp body

CAUTION

Do not point the lamp toward yourself or other per-
sons. There is a risk of dazzling yourself or these
other persons.

The lamp body can be pivoted up to 90°. Please note
that the lamp body can be pivoted only in one direction,
i.e. in a counterclockwise direction when seen from the
front.

8 Care and maintenance

CAUTION

Before beginning cleaning, remove the battery from
the power tool or appliance in order to prevent unin-
tentional starting.

8.1 Care of the appliance

The outer casing of the appliance is made from impact-
resistant plastic.

Never operate the appliance when the ventilation slots are
blocked. Clean the ventilation slots carefully using a dry
brush. Do not permit foreign objects to enter the interior
of the appliance. Clean the outside of the appliance at
regular intervals with a slightly damp cloth. Do not use
a spray, steam pressure cleaning equipment or running
water for cleaning. This will negatively affect the electrical
safety of the appliance. Always keep the grip surfaces
of the appliance free from oil and grease. Do not use
cleaning agents which contain silicone.

8.2 Care of the Li-ion battery

Avoid entrance of moisture.

Charge the battery fully before using it for the first time.
In order to achieve maximum battery life, stop using the
battery as soon as a significant drop in performance is
noticed.

NOTE

If use of the power tool or appliance continues, battery
discharge is stopped automatically (indicated by LED 1
blinking) before the battery cells suffer damage.

Charge the battery with the Hilti charger approved for use

with Li-ion batteries.

NOTE

- A conditioning charge (as is required with NiCd or

NiMH batteries) is not necessary.

Interruption of the charging procedure has no negative

effect on battery life.

- Charging can be started at any time, irrespective of
battery charge status, without any negative effect on

battery life. There is no memory effect (as with NiCd or
NiMH batteries).

- For best results, batteries should be stored fully
charged in a cool dry place. Avoid storing the battery
in places subject to high ambient temperatures (e.g. at
a window) as this has an adverse effect on battery life
and increases the rate of self-discharge.

- If the battery no longer reaches full charge, it may
have lost capacity due to aging or overstressing. It
is possible to continue working with a battery in this
condition but it should be replaced in good time.

8.3 Replacing the bulb Kl

1. Unscrew the reflector.

2. CAUTION Allow the bulb to cool down before
replacing it. You may otherwise burn your fingers.
Remove the defective bulb.

3. CAUTION Use only replacement bulbs of the type
specified by the manufacturer.

Fit the replacement bulb into the socket behind the
reflector.

8.4 Maintenance

WARNING
Repairs to the electrical section of the appliance may
be carried out only by trained electrical specialists.

Check all external parts of the appliance for damage
at regular intervals and check that all controls operate
faultlessly. Do not operate the appliance if parts are
damaged or when the controls do not function faultlessly.
If necessary, the appliance should be repaired by Hilti
Service.

8.5 Checking the appliance after care and
maintenance

After carrying out care and maintenance, check that all
protective and safety devices are fitted and that they
function faultlessly.

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10 Disposal

CAUTION

Improper disposal of the equipment may have serious consequences: The burning of plastic components generates
toxic fumes which may present a health hazard.

Dispose of defective batteries without delay. Keep them out of reach of children. Do not attempt to open or dismantle
batteries and do not dispose of them by incineration.
